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What is American exceptionalism? Wordpress defines it as “the special character of the United States as 

a uniquely free nation based on democratic ideals and personal liberty.” Unfortunately, American 

exceptionalism is often confused with imperialism, too often with malice aforethought. Imperialism is 

the economic, military and cultural influence of one country over another with the goal of expanding the 

territories of the invaders. Picture Great Britain at the height of its empire. If disparaging factions can 

get people to equate our exceptionalism with imperialism, they will fight against the former. Thus, 

advancing their agenda of quashing America’s unique freedoms. How often have you heard that the 

main reason for the involvement of the United States in Iraq was for its oil? Or the main purpose of the 

Vietnam war was for munition and chemical companies to get rich? While that enrichment did happen to 

a degree, imperialism was not the end goal. Freedom and a democratic way of life was. That is American 

exceptionalism. Freedom for others at the cost of American lives. Even with that high cost, I believe in 

American exceptionalism. 

America is exceptional and has been so from its inception as an idea and movement into history’s 

longest running experiment of a form of government. America is a Constitutional Republic. Here too the 

deception of calling America a Democracy is insidiously promoted. For instance, in the 2016 

presidential election much fervor surrounded the belief that Hillary won the popular vote and should 

have been named President instead of a vote by the Electoral College. The battle lines were drawn 

between a Democracy and a Republic. In the former, the outcome would have been decided by several 

large cities and heavily populated Democrat rich states. So, attempts were made to do away with the 

Electoral College. To do so would have stripped our Republic of one of the most unique aspects in our 

Constitution.

THIS is where America needs to make a 

stand by taking a knee! “Blessed is that nation whose God is the LORD” ~Psalm 33:12. That bowed 

head and bent knee are the roots of American exceptionalism. 

Hopefully, America’s tide is turning back to bygone values and accountability and our exceptionalism 

will be secured when America’s moral and spiritual health are back under the umbrella of God’s Grace. 

“See to it that no one misses grace…” ~Hebrews 12:15. God and God alone can restore America’s 

exceptionalism so that once again we can be, as President Reagan said, “…a city on a hill” visible to all 

who hunger for a nation ruled in righteousness. “When the righteous are in authority, the people rejoice: 

but when the wicked rule, the people groan” ~Proverbs 29:2.
